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The weather in June can be unpredictable. The days tend to be warm, but it can get
guite cool in the evening. You also need to be prepared for rainy days. Please pack
the following items:

Lunch for the first day (for bus, train and air travelers)

3 Shirts (You will all receive a Fair t-shirt for Showcase Day)
Costume if needed for Showcase

2/4 Pairs of Pants and/or Shorts (depending on weather)

4 Pairs of Socks

4 Pairs of Undergarments

Pajamas

Warm Fleece or Sweater
Waterproof Jacket

Hat

Sunglasses

Personal hygiene:

- Toothbrush, toothpaste
- Soap, shampoo

- Face cloth and towel

- Sunscreen

Other Items:

Camera

Book for reading during transit

Small backpack

Spending money — small amount for snacks and souvenirs
Trading pins (city, school board, etc.) is very popular at the fair.

You should bring this packing list with you so that you can make sure you remember to take
everything home.

Don’t pack too much for your trip — there is limited transportation space available. Students traveling
by all forms of public transit are limited in the amount of luggage allowed. Your project is included
when considering allowed luggage. Check with the airline, bus or train station for specific details.
